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Abstract

The study is aimed at determining the teaching requirements which are most
necessary in the teachers of disabled ( deaf ) students. The study also aims at
clarifying what is available and what is lacking of these needs, and especially at
answering the following questions:-

1. What are the teaching capabilities needed in order to teach disabled students?

2. Which of the current teaching requirements are being met by teachers of students
with special needs?

3. Are there any significant statistical differences in teachers' evaluation of the
importance of these teaching requirements? and to which extent are these
resources available to the teachers?

The existence of the needed teaching requirements depends on the following
variables:

- The teacher's age.

- The teacher's teaching experience.

- The teacher's educational qualifications.

- The number of short training courses taken by the teacher.

To answer these questions, the researcher formulated a group of theories to be
proved or disproved, and they are as follows:

I- All the teachers of students with special needs agree as to the necessity of the
teaching requirements which are a part of their teaching tools.

2- All the teachers of students with special needs agree that the teaching requirements
which are a part of their teaching tools are available.

3- There are not any significant statistical differences (only 0.05 ) between the
averages of individual representatives of sample groups as to the importance of
the teaching requirements and to which extent these needs are available in the
teachers, according to the following variables:

- The teacher's age.

- The teacher's teaching experience.

- The teacher's Educational qualifications.

- The number of short training course taken by the teacher.

In order to prove that, the opinions of the teachers who teach student with
special needs were taken in 6 integrated school for deaf students in Aden governorate;
the sample group (study society) was 39 teachers. Throughout the researcher had
used:

. Means and mediums.

. The criteria curve.

. Single-variance analysis

. Pearson's coefficient

. Kronbach Alfa.

. Dimensional comparison according to (LSD)

The sample members listed the teaching requirements of that must exist in

teachers of students with special needs in order of their importance as follows:
1. Requirements having to do with personality traits.

2. Requirements having to do with the ability to deal with deaf students.
3. Requirements having to do with teaching.
4. Requirements having to do with knowledge.

Requirements having to do with the ability to deal with the parents.
Requirements having to do with professional awareness.
The sample members also arranged what they possess of the traits and these

requirements needed in teachers of students with special needs as follows:

The results of the study showed the following:
All the special needs teachers agreed on the importance of having teaching
requirements as part of their teaching tools-at a high point of ( 4.44 ).
All the special needs teachers agreed on the availability of these teaching
requirements at a high point of (3.36).
The results showed statistical differences in the evaluations of the study
samples as to the necessity or importance of various teaching requirements
according to the variables of (age — 20- educational qualifications — 30) (15 —
30 ) years of teaching experience.

There was also a slight difference in the evaluations of holders of various

degrees-namely in holder of B.A. However, the results did not show much statistical
difference according to the short courses variable.

The study results did not show significant statistical differences in the study
sample's evaluations of the teaching requirements as being available according
to the variables of age and educational qualifications.

The study results showed significant statistical differences at a point of (0.05)
in the study sample's evaluation of the necessary teaching requirements as to
availability according to the two variables of years of teaching experience
from 15 to less than 30 years, and the number of small courses taken from 16
to 20 courses.

Important recommendations:

Based on the results which the researcher has reached, the following can be

stated:

1.

The training programs which prepare the teachers in the field of special
education must include material which aims to build and develop the criteria
and to raise the teachers' standard of performance as well as to develop their
ability to work with people with special needs.

Programs preparing the teachers of deaf students must aim to build and
develop the criteria of these teachers in a way which would balance out the
seven point's listed above.

The authorities responsible in the field of special education must provide
teachers who are not qualified to deal with these kinds of students, with
special courses and training programs which give them the opportunity to
acquire the skills and the necessary awareness to carry out their jobs
successfully.
